​Amid​​the​​global​​fuel​​crisis,​​petrol​​prices​​have​​surged​​as​​of​​April​​01,​​2026.​​The​​PMO​​via​​Press​​Release​​on​
​April​ ​01,​ ​2026,​ ​has​ ​directed​ ​the​ ​agencies​ ​to​ ​put​ ​in​ ​place​ ​measures​ ​to​ ​reduce​ ​fuel​ ​consumption.​ ​In​
​solidarity​ ​with​ ​PMO​ ​directives​ ​the​ ​Ministry​ ​of​ ​Finance​ ​hereby​ ​directs​​all​​concerned​​officials​​under​​the​
​purview​ ​of​ ​the​ ​Ministry​ ​to​ ​place​ ​measures​ ​such​ ​as​ ​Carpooling​ ​&​ ​Walk​ ​Initiative​​, ​​effective​ ​from​
​Monday, April 6, 2026​​.​

​This​ ​supports​ ​national​ ​energy​ ​security​ ​and​ ​reduces​ ​government​ ​expenditure​ ​through​ ​significantly​
​reducing vehicle fuel use.​

​Therefore all MoF staffs are encouraged to:​

​1.​ ​Walking​ ​to​ ​work:​ ​Staff​ ​living​ ​within​ ​30​ ​minutes​ ​to​ ​less​ ​than​ ​an​ ​hour​ ​walking​ ​distance​ ​of​ ​the​
​office must put measure such as walking to office.​

​2.​ ​Car​ ​pooling/Public​ ​Transport:​ ​Staff​ ​living​ ​within​ ​an​ ​hour​ ​or​ ​more​ ​walking​ ​distance​ ​of​ ​the​
​office must explore car pooling and travelling via public transport.​

​3.​ ​Remote working as applicable.​
​4.​ ​Registration​​:​ ​Please​ ​register​ ​using​ ​the​ ​Google​ ​Form​ ​link​ ​attached​ ​MoF​ ​Carpool/walk​​initiative​

​Registration​ ​Form​ ​latest​ ​by​ ​April​ ​5,​ ​2026​ ​so​ ​that​ ​HRD​ ​can​ ​compile​ ​responses​ ​for​ ​record​ ​and​
​monitoring.​

​To​ ​facilitate​ ​these​ ​measures,​ ​flexible​ ​arrival​ ​time​ ​shall​ ​be​ ​permitted​ ​up​ ​to​ ​10:00​ ​AM​​.​ ​Similarly,​ ​early​
​departure​ ​from​ ​4:00​ ​PM​ ​onwards​ ​shall​ ​be​ ​allowed.​ ​HRD​ ​will​ ​keep​ ​staff​ ​informed​ ​of​ ​any​ ​new​
​developments from RCSC. ​​For now, all MoF staff must follow these guidelines.​
